                               2024 CAMPER RULES

If the owner breaches any condition of this agreement or NY ORDINANACE, LAW, REGULATION OF A GOVERNING BODY OR SHALL DEFAULT IN PAYMENT, Monty’s Bay Recreation, Inc. reserves the right to terminate this agreement with no return of fees paid. 

Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. is a privately owned and posted property.  We reserve the right to refuse admittance to the property.  We reserve the right to refuse service.  All fees are subject to change, it is the customer’s responsibility to check the next year rates, fees, and/or discounts.  Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. Rules are subject to change as management deems necessary.  All fees and charges are payable in US FUNDS only.  Fees for services are due upon job completion.  Interest will be posted after 30 days to any unpaid item, service, and account balance, etc…
The property is open seasonally May 1st to October 1st. The date to renew for next season is September 1st.  Upon closing on October 1st all water is shut off and the property is closed.

Our office has posted hours. If there is an emergency that absolutely cannot wait until normal office hours please call 518-846-7342.  

FOR EMERGENCIES TELEPHONE 911.  A telephone is provided for our customers use in the office when paid with a calling card.  Individual telephone service on the property is provided by Chazy & Westport Communications at 518-846-7111.  The office must be notified when work is to be done at least 48 hours before Chazy & Westport Communications arrives to dig.

ALL CUSTOMERS MUST SIGN for receipt of the Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. Rules and Pool Rules when they register.  A copy will be retained by Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc.  Refusal to sign immediately discontinues your account as a customer.

All VISITORS entering the property must use the main entrance, register at the office first, obtain a visitor’s pass, and then proceed to parking area, no matter what length of stay. Visitor fee is $5 for each visitor, per 24 hour period.  Season visitor passes can be purchased for $50 per person.  Please advise family and friends of this before their arrival.

All vehicles, boats, boat trailers, golf carts, etc… must have the customers pass or identification with name and location visible.  We will be strictly enforcing the parking rules.  Customers will receive parking violation fees that will be added to their account.  Customers must have their car pass visible in their vehicle at all times.  Parking rules:  First violation $20., Second violation $40., Third violation vehicle will be towed at owners expense.  All management decisions are final.  Replacement fee for a customer parking passes will be $50.  Bike rack available near center playground. 
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Customers will be accountable for the actions of their guests.

Parents or Responsible Adult will be held accountable for the actions of their children.  Children should not be left unsupervised on the property.  All children must be supervised when using pool and playground facilities.

Our bathhouse facilities are free and we take pride in its cleanliness and appearance.  Please report malfunctions or untidiness to the office immediately.  All children under 5 years old must be accompanied by a responsible adult when entering bathhouse.  Do not throw paper towels, disposable diapers, sanitary napkins, or tampons in toilets.  

Laundry facilities are available during posted office hours.  Last wash must be started 1 hour before office closing.  Change for washers and dryers is available in the office.  

Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. is not responsible for any damage from electrical outages caused by mechanical failure, power surges, weather, or damage done by individuals.  This includes falling trees.

Vendors are not allowed on the property at any time without consent of management.  No soliciting please.

QUIET HOURS are 11pm to 9am.  Anyone causing a disturbance will be asked to leave the property.  If you are planning a party, please consider using the area north of the office, away from the sites.  It is free upon request to the management and leaving the area clean when you are done.
Our playgrounds are USE AT YOUR OWN RISK.  They are meant for the enjoyment of children.  ALL children must be supervised by a responsible adult when using the playground equipment.  Please advise older children to only play on age appropriate equipment.  
Sports equipment is available at the office for your use.  Each item should be returned within a reasonable amount of time or a time limit specified by management.  

Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. is not responsible for lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed personal items.  All persons are responsible for obtaining insurance for personal items.  Check lost and found in the office.

Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. is not to be held liable for injuries sustained by any person on the property.
Restitution will be expected from person(s) on the property for any Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. property, personal or real, that is damaged or destroyed by them.  

Trees, greenery, and lakefront are what make Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. beautiful.  No one should cut or remove trees or greenery at any time.  If you think a tree needs to be trimmed or cut contact the management at the office.  This includes from wooded boundaries.  DO NOT DRIVE NAILS into trees.  DO NOT TIE ROPES around trees.  Satellite dishes should not be mounted to trees.  Plant hangers, flag poles, or any type of bracket should not be mounted onto trees.  No burning of leaves.

There is a limit of 2 dogs allowed per site. Pets are welcome only on a leash.  All pet waste must be cleaned up by pet owner.  Waste needs to be bagged and disposed of in garbage dumpster.  
Pets must not be left alone on the property or in vehicles for the pet’s safety and the potential noise annoyance of others.

Garbage facilities are included in your paid rate.  The Garbage Dumpsters are for HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE ONLY.  All garbage should be in clear bags only.  Recycling is mandatory by NYS law.  Please comply with recycling laws, an instruction sheet is available at the office.  Please deposit recycling materials in the containers in the recycling shed.  A barrel for fireplace ashes (ashes only) is next to the recycling shed.  

ALL CUSTOMERS ARE RESPONSIBLE for the disposal of items such as paint, chemicals, metal grills, poles, tents, sheds, gas tanks, furniture, mattresses, building waste of any kind, refrigerators or freezers, and appliances.  Information is at the office for locations where items may be brought for disposal. 

No burning is allowed on the property except for Campfires under NYS law.  By law Campfires may only burn unprocessed wood (No Garbage or Leaves).  Campfires are permitted within fire rings or fireplaces only.  No campfire should be left unattended.  New York State requires firewood be moved no further than 50 miles to where it will be used.  Firewood is available for sale at the office.  It is sold by the bundle.  Please inquire at the office for current prices.

Any and all WORK REQUESTS, no matter how small the job, needs to go through the office manager.  Please do not bother employees while they are working.  Questions or requests to employees hinder job flow productivity.  If you don’t come to the office with your request, it won’t get put on the work list.

The SPEED LIMIT on the property is 5 MPH.  this applies to Golf Carts as well. Failure to adhere to the 5 MPH speed limit will result in a warning and after second offense you will lose your privilege of driving in the campground. Anyone observed or reported exceeding the limit will lose the privilege of driving on the property. You will then have to park in an area specified by management.

No recreational vehicles such as 2 wheelers, 4 wheelers, mini bikes, etc… are permitted on the property at any time.  Golf Carts are allowed so long as they are not loud, nor ridden in a manner as to create a nuisance.  Please drive on roads only.  Golf Cart drivers must be 16 years old or older and have a valid drivers license, no children.

The use of free standing refrigerators or freezers is permitted after you have notified management of your intentions.  Federal law states we must inspect your refrigerator to be sure it has a padlock on the door.  All free standing refrigerators no matter if they are kept in your shed or outside, MUST have a padlock.  Please keep our children safe from suffocation!

Mail and parcel service is available to season customers only.  You must be registered at the office to receive any mail or parcels.  There is no mail pick up from October 1st to May 1st.  A mailbox fee of $20.00 will be charged per season at customers request.
                                                                  
 Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. is not responsible for lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed mail or parcels.
Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. reserves the right to a lien on all personal property on the property for any unpaid account charges.  The lien is also intended to cover expenses necessary for the preservation, storage, sale, etc… of any personal property on the property.  The lien is superior to any other lien or security interest when the personal property is on the property.  New York State law governs this agreement.  The charges stated in a customer’s account are the actual charges they must pay.

We request you also bring any complaints to the manager in order that we may resolve them.  If you wish to remain anonymous, there is a suggestion box located in the office.

Season Camping                                         
A deposit of $100. is due September 1st.  This deposit will hold your current site or other specified site until May 1st.  Campsite fees are due in full on or before May 1st.   Lot rent for all seasonal customers will need to be paid regardless of any circumstances.  Your personal unit is on our property and is being stored here.  THERE IS ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS. Site fees not paid by May 30th will be charged interest accordingly.  If site is empty and no contact made by May 30th, the deposit will be forfeited, site will be considered open and available for site transfers and to new incoming customers.  If camping unit is on site, with no payment or contact received by May 30th, camping unit will be removed from site and any remaining personal property.  All past due accounts and site cleanup fees must be paid before camping unit and personal property will be released.  If camping unit cannot be moved, you will be assessed a monthly fee at the rate per year of occurrence.  

CAMPING UNITS MAY NOT BE SOLD OR OWNERSHIP TRANSFERRED WITHOUT PERMISSION OF THE MANAGEMENT IF UNIT IS TO REMAIN ON THE PROPERTY.  Buyers of camping units must be registered and approved by management.  It will be the sole decision of Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc.’s management if a camping unit may be sold and remain on the property.  All management decisions are final.
 
When a season customer discontinues camping at Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc., their camping unit and personal property must be removed from the property after all past due accounts and site cleanup fees are paid. 


 ALL SEASONAL CAMPERS MUST SIGN for receipt of the Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. Rules and Pool Rules on or before May 1st each season.  A copy will be retained by Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc.  
Refusal to sign immediately discontinues your account as a customer. 

 After all past due accounts and site cleanup fees are paid, all customer property must be removed from Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. property.


Campsites are designated to accommodate ONE family: 2 adults and their children less than 18 years of age.  Each campsite may have additional guests:  one person, over 18 years of age, for a season pass of $50., and must be registered and approved by the manager.  Sharing of camping units or sites is not permitted.  

Each site will contain no more than:  one camping unit (a camping unit is a seasonal, movable, living space such as a tent, tent trailer, travel trailer, or motor home), no park models, no camper older than year built 2005, or 40ft long will be allowed to move on to the property, There are no tents allowed on your campsite unless you pay the $40 night tent fee.  If you have guests who are staying with you they must stay in your unit or they need to rent a tent site. All lot modifications will need Management approval and you must submit a written diagram along with a material list to the office before building anything.  This includes decks, sheds, sidewalks, patio areas, fireplace areas, and planting of plants and shrubs.   One open deck maximum size 12ft by 20ft not attached 

(removable).  Lumber used for framing of deck and deck floor may not be any larger than 2’ x 4’. One shed maximum size 100 square ft., Shed must be purchased from a store and commercial made. This includes decks. One picnic table, One fireplace, Two registered cars with passes, One boat with trailer, One golf cart.  No other construction will be allowed on the property including roofs on travel trailers.  All management decisions are final.                                          
                                                            
If a seasonal camper’s personal property cannot be moved to enable Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. to cut trees as needed, it will be the camper’s responsibility to contact management and the customer must pay for the tree removal.  All management decisions are final.

ALL CAMPERS MUST PARK ALL VEHICLES ON THEIR OWN SITE or pay for a rental space.  This includes cars, golf carts, boats, boat trailers, etc…  Bike rack available near center playground.  

All vehicles, boats, boat trailers, golf carts, etc… must have the customers pass or identification with name and location visible.  We will be strictly enforcing the parking rules.  Customers will receive parking violation fees that will be added to their account.  Customers must have their car pass visible in their vehicle at all times.  Parking violations:  First violation $20., Second violation $40., Third violation vehicle will be towed at owners expense.  All management decisions are final.
                                                              
Absolutely no fishing is allowed on docks or breakwater.  This includes dingy docks and along the shore area in front of moorings.
                                            
Seasonal campers are expected to maintain their sites in a neat and well groomed manner.  
If campsite is not mowed or requires cleaning Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc., employees will do the required work and a fee will be charged to your account.

 Season customers must dispose of their green yard waste.  YARD WASTE materials such as grass clippings, leaves, plant material, and tree branches, are to be disposed of in yard waste area.  All material is to be removed from plastic bags when dumped.  ABSOLUTLY NO milled lumber, treated, painted, or stained wood, metal, garbage, or plastic bags are permitted in yard waste area.  Lawn mowing service is available for a fee if you are unable to do your own.  This is a scheduled service please inquire at the office.
AFTER you have consulted with management, the following are allowed:  flowers and shrubs.  REMEMBER CONSULT BEFORE you dig or drive stakes in the ground!  ALL the water, power, sewer, and telephone lines are underground. 

There is a sewer connection at every season site.  This should only be used for sink/dish water, and sewage ~ (what comes out of your body and a little toilet paper ~ no garbage). 

 Please do not drain or throw these wastes on the ground.  You must maintain your sewer hose or pipe with a donut seal. 
                                                                
 Holding tanks should be left open.  Leave holding tank open to continuously drain. Your sewer line must be of solid PVC or flex hose with a donut sealing entry into our pipe.  If you pull your trailer off for any length of time, sewer pipe must be capped.

There is a water connection at each season site.  You are responsible for maintaining your hose and its seal.  If your hose is a “leaker”, be prepared for it to be cut.  Management is not responsible for the cost of the replacement hoses.  If your hose is leaking, then our pumps run constantly, and everyone pays for it.

Each campsite is equipped with standard electrical services and charges are determined by meter reading.  If you should trip your breaker, please come to the office for assistance.   Please do not open a breaker box or touch any breakers in a breaker box.  You pay for what you use.  Seasonal campers are billed on May 1st for Winter electric and October 1st for Summer electric.  Any bill not paid within 30 days of date posted on invoice will be charged interest. 

                                                                  
POOL RULES
NEVER SWIM ALONE. There is NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY at the pool.  USE POOL AT YOUR OWN RISK.  ALL USERS must sign in at the office before entering pool area.  Pool open hours are when the Monty’s Bay Recreation Inc. office is open or as posted or advised by management.  A minimum of two adults, 18 years or older must be present whenever the pool is in use.  At least one adult must remain on the deck at all times.  A parent or guardian must accompany children under 16 years of age.  There is NO substitute for adequate supervision.  No food or beverages allowed in pool area.  Never drink alcohol and swim.  Pool has SHALLOW WATER, NO DIVING.  

ABSOLUTELY NO PETS ARE ALLOWED IN THE POOL AREA!!!!!!!
